Oak Ridge Restrictions Committee (RC) makes strides for Oak Ridge Parcel  Owners

On July 22, 2014 your Restrictions 

Committee (RC) began functioning in 

accordance with the Oak Ridge 

Homeowners’ Association (ORHA) 

Restrictions Committee Guidelines.   

Those guidelines are utilized when 

your RC responds to a complaint from 

a property owner who perceives that 

there is a problem with the condition 

of a specific property within the 

neighborhood.   

Protecting your property value is the 

purpose of the RC and we make every 

attempt to resolve problems in the 

neighborhood through voluntary com-

pliance with our Deed Restrictions 

and Pasco County Codes and Ordi-

nances. 

The RC has been successful in resolv-

ing complaints from six property own-

ers.  Of the six complaints, three were

James E Grey Preserve— One of Pasco County’s Best Kept Secrets 

James E Grey Preserve is a beautiful 

park located about 3 miles north of 

our Oak Ridge subdivision.  The park 

is described as “80 acres of Old 

Florida nature, with the Pithla-

chascotee River taking center 

stage,”.  

This area 

has been 

preserved 

for all to 

enjoy. This 

site is 

named 

after New 

Port Rich-

ey city 

pioneer 

James E. 

Grey, who 

died in 1985. The Preserve is part of 

the Great Florida Birding Trail, with 

140 different kinds of birds. In addi-

tion, it offers spectacular viewing 

opportunities for deer, wild boar, 

turtles, and manatees. 

Dogs are not permitted in this park.

Under nor-

mal conditions the gate 

would be closed.

effort is mostly BMP 

5a and involves 

changing the lay of 

the land to effect a 

better water flow 

from the affected 

area.  That work 

took a significant delay because it was 

flooded.  It took Pasco Storm water 

management, working with South West 

Water Management District to come up 

with a plan to drain the area and NOT 

Pasco county storm water department 

has an ongoing task force that was put 

into place in 2013 to address the street 

and house flooding that occurred in the 

upstream 1000 oaks and Trinity Oaks 

area,   1000 Oaks and Trinity Oaks is 

approximately 2-4 miles west of Oak 

Ridge on Mitchell Ranch, Little and Trin-

ity Blvd area.  

The first task Storm water tackled is the 

gate that is located 

behind CVS  and 

who’s flow, when the 

gate is open goes 

directly into the Oak 

Ridge canal that runs 

behind Ridgetop and 

Milestone residents.  

Under MOST normal 

circumstances, the 

gate at BMP  (Best 

Management Practices) 1a is closed 

and the natural flow of water does NOT 

go thru the Oak Ridge Canal. 

Because of the work upstream, Pasco 

Storm water has received a special per-

mit from the South West Florida Water 

Management District to open the gate 

and effectively drain upstream reten-

tion ponds to permit contractor work 

that will eventually correct the flooding 

in the Trinity Oaks and 1000 Oaks sub-

divisions. 
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BMP 1a—Pasco County Storm water 

Penny for Pasco—Know where your money goes  . . . . 

Penny for Pasco is a Local Government 

Infrastructure Surtax first proposed and 

approved in late 2004 with the first 

surcharge assessed to tax-payers in 

January 2005.  In 2015 the surcharge 

was again voted on and positively sup-

ported by 70% of the voters; therefore, 

continuing the surcharge for another 

10 years.  The recent improvements to 

the Perrine Ranch intersections was 

funded by this money.  

The Penny for Pasco 2015 / Pasco 

County’s share of 45% is to be distribut-

ed as follows: 

 40% for transportation improve-

ments and to address traffic con-

gestion 

 20% for Economic Development 

and job creation 

 20% for acquisition of environ-

mental lands 

 20% for improving public safety 

 

For more information including a de-

tailed list of the 2015 Penny for Pasco 

Projects list, access the web site at:
